MAHARASHTRA REGIONAL AND ToWN PLANNING AcT, 1966.

No. TPS-1219/1865/CR-108/19/UD-12.—Whereas, the Draft Town Planning Scheme No.1
(Villages-Akurli, Belavali and Chikhale) (hereinafter referred to as “ the said Draft Scheme ”)
has been sanctioned by the Vice Chairman & Managing Director, CIDCO, under sub-section (2) of
the section 68 of the Maharashtra Regional and Town Planning Act, 1966 (hereinafter referred to
as “ the said Act ”) vide Notification No.CIDCO/NAINA/TPS-1/2018, dated the 21st September
2018, in exercise of the powers delegated to him by the Government in Urban Development
Department, under section 151 of the said Act, vide Notification No.TPS-1817/973/C.R.103/17/
UD-13, dated the 13th September, 2017;

And Whereas, the Government in Urban Development Department has appointed Shri S. V.
Surve, Retired Deputy Director of Town Planning as the Arbitrator (hereinafter referred to as
‘ the said Arbitrator ’) for the sanctioned Draft Town Planning Scheme , NAINA No. 1 (Akurlj,
Belavali, Chikhale) (hereinafter referred to as ¢ the said Scheme ’) vide Notification No. TPS-
1718/4354/CR-223/18/UD-12, dated 23rd October 2018 under sub-section (1) of section 72 of the
said Act ;

And Whereas, the said Arbitrator has after following the prescribed procedure, had
subdivided the said scheme into Preliminary Scheme and the Final Scheme as provided under
sub-section (3) of section 72 of the said Act ;

And Whereas, the Preliminary Town Planning Scheme NAINA No.1 (Akurli, Belavali,
Chikhale) (hereinafter referred to as “ the said Preliminary Scheme ”) has been sanctioned by the

Government in the Urban Development Department, under section 86(1) of the said Act vide
Notification No. TPS. 1219/1865/CR-108/19/UD-12, dated 3rd September 2019 ;

And Whereas, the said Arbitrator has further followed prescribed procedure and submitted
the Final Scheme with considerably reducing the contribution to be levied to the land owners as
per section 99 of the said Act from 50% to 0.05% of the Incremental values of the Final Plots and
has drawn up the Final Scheme and has submitted the Final Town Planning Scheme NAINA
No.1 (Akurli, Belavali, Chikhale) to the Government for sanction under sub-section (5) of section
72 and sub-section (2) of section 82 of the said Act, vide letter dated 25th May 2022 for approval,
which has been received by the Government on dated 30th May 2022 (hereinafter referred to as
“ the said Final Scheme ”) ;

And whereas, after making necessary enquiries and after consulting the Director of Town
Planning, Maharashtra State, Pune, the State Government is of the opinion that it is necessary to
sanction the said Final Scheme as submitted by the Arbitrator ;

Now therefore, in exercise of the powers conferred under sub section (1) (b) of section 86 of
the said Act, the State Government hereby sanctions the said Final Scheme as submitted by the
Arbitrator ;

2. The said sanctioned Final Scheme shall come into force after one month from the date of
publication of this notification as per section 86(2)(b) of the said Act.

3. This Notification and the said Final Scheme shall be kept open for inspection by the
public during working hours on all working days for the period of one month in the following
Offices :(—
