1215/245/C.R. 332/16/EP/UD-12, dated 1st March 2019 has
sanctioned the Excluded Parts of the IDP under Section 31(1) of the said Act;

And whereas, the Board of CIDCO vide Resolution No. 12287, dated 10th January 2020 had declared
its intention under Sub- Section (1) of Section 60 of the said Act, for making of Town Planning Scheme
No.9 at part of Villages of Belavali, Sangade, Borle, Kon and Chikhale of Taluka — Panvel, District Raigad,;

Now, therefore, in exercise of the powers conferred by Sub-Section (2) of the Section 60 of the said
Act, the Corporation hereby publishes its declaration of making Town Planning Scheme (TPS) No.9 at
part of Villages of Belavali, Sangade, Borle, Kon and Chikhale of Taluka — Panvel, District Raigad;

Land owners who are having valid building permission obtained from Competent Authority, falling
within the boundary of proposed TPS No. 9 are requested to submit detail of the same to NAINA office.
