WHEREAS, the Government of Maharashtra in exercise of powers conferred under clause
(b) of Sub-section (1) of the Section 40 of the Maharashtra Regional and Town Planning Act, 1966
(hereinafter referred to as “the said Act”) declared by Notification, No. TPS -1712/475/CR-98/12/UD-12,
dated 10.01.2013 and subsequent amendment (hereinafter referred to as “the said Notification”)
City and Industrial Development Corporation of Maharashtra Limited (being a company owned
and controlled by the Government of Maharashtra) (hereinafter referred to as “the Corporation”) as
Special Planning Authority (hereinafter referred to as “the SPA”) for Navi Mumbai Airport Influence
Notified Area (NAINA) (hereinafter referred to as “said notified area”) as specified therein;

And whereas, the Government of Maharashtra vide Notification No. TPS-1215/245/CR-
332/2015/SM/UD-12, dated 27.04.2017 has sanctioned part of the Interim Development Plan (IDP)
for the 23 villages of NAINA, and also vide Notification No. TPS. 1215/245/C.R. 332/16/EP/UD-12,
dated 01.03.2019 has sanctioned the Excluded Parts of the IDP under Section 31(1) of the said Act;

And whereas, vide Notification No. TPS.1717/MIS 2750/ C.R. 91/2019/UD-12, dated 16.09.2019
sanctioned part of the Development Plan of 152 villages of said notified area which has come into
force with effect from 16.10.2019.

And whereas, vide Notification No. TPS- 1221/2461/C.R.83/21/UD-12 dated 04.03.2024,
appointment of the CIDCO as Special Planning Authority for the 80 villages of Navi Mumbai
Airport Influence notified area (NAINA) and 33 villages from the Khopta New Town Notified area
is Withdrawn by the Government of Urban Development Department (UDD) under section 160 of
the said Act.

And whereas, The Interim Development Plan (IDP) and Development Plan (DP) for NAINA is
currently being implemented through Town Planning Schemes (TPS) 1 to 12, which are at various
stages of completion. On same lines, implementation of part of remaining area of DP of NAINA has
now been initiated through a new scheme TPS 13.

And whereas, the Board of CIDCO vide Resolution No. 13216, dated 02.04.2026 has authorised
VC&MD, CIDCO for Declaration of Intention under sub-section (1) of section 60 of the said act.

And whereas, VC&MD, CIDCO in accordance with the powers delegated by CIDCO Board
accorded approval vide CIDCO/NAINA/PLNG/SP(DP-1)/TPS-13&14/2026/E-494345 dated 27.04.2026
for Declaration of Intention for Town Planning Scheme No. 13 under sub-section (1) of Section 60
of the said Act;

Now, therefore, in exercise of the powers conferred by Sub-section (2) of the Section 60 of
the said Act, the Corporation hereby publishes its declaration of making Town Planning Scheme
(TPS) No. 13 at part of Villages viz. Vadavali, Turmale, Chirvat, Sangurli and Chinchavan of
Taluka — Panvel, District Raigad as shown on plan.

And whereas, VC&MD, CIDCO in accordance with the powers delegated by CIDCO Board, issued
Office Order No. CIDCO/MD/2026/E-495085 dated 29.04.2026 appointed the Senior Planner (DP-I),
NAINA, CIDCO as Town Planning Officer for TPS 13 & TPS 14 under sub-section (A) of Section 60
of the said Act;

Land owners who are having valid building permissions obtained from Competent Authority,
within the boundary of proposed TPS No. 13 (Shown by PINK Border on plan) of villages Vadavali,
Turmale, Chirvat, Sangurli and Chinchavan of Taluka—Panvel, District Raigad are requested to
submit details of the same to NAINA office. Participants having land ownership jointly or severally
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willing to obtain a single final plot are requested to submit their consent under section 65 of the said
Act for providing single plot preferably within 15 days.

In accordance with the provisions of Section 60(3) of the said Act, a copy of the declaration along
with the plan showing boundary of TPS 13 (Shown by PINK Border) is kept open for inspection for
public in the office of Planning (NAINA), 7th Floor, Tower No. 10, Belapur Railway Station Complex,
CBD Belapur, Navi Mumbai 400 614 during office hours.

Copies of the plan showing the area of TPS 13 are also kept for inspection for public in the
Grampanchayat Offices of the villages included in the said TPS 13. Copy of the notice & plans are
also available on CIDCO’s website http://cidco.maharashtra.gov.in/NAINA.aspx.

The area included in the Town Planning Scheme 13 (TPS 13) is bounded as stated below:

On the North - by the TPS 11 Boundary.

On the East - by the TPS 11 Boundary and boundary of village Shirdhon.
On the South - by the hills of Chinchavan Village.

On the West - by the hills of Vadavli ,Turmale , Sangurli Village.
