Whereas, the Draft Town Planning Scheme, No. 9 (TPS-9) (Part villages of Belavali, Bherle,
Bhingar, Borle, Chikhale, Kon, Loniwali, Sangade, and Wardoli, of Taluka Panvel, District Raigad)
was sanctioned by the Vice Chairman and Managing Director, CIDCO under sub-section (2) of
section 68 of the Maharashtra Regional and Town Planning Act, 1966 (hereinafter, referred to as
the ‘said Act’) vide Notification No. CIDCO/ NAINA/TPS-09/2024/201; dated 27th February 2024, in
exercise of the powers delegated to him by the Urban Development Department vide its Notification
No.TPS-1817/973/CR-103/17/UD-13, dated 13th September, 2017. The said Notification was published
in the Maharashitra Government Gazette, Extraordinary; Part-II, dated 27th February, 2024;

And whereas, the Government of Maharashtra in the Urban Development Department has
appointed Shri Abhiraj Girkar, retired Joint Director of Town Planning, as the Arbitrator for the
said sanctioned Draft Scheme vide Notification No. TPS-1224/821/C.R.58/24/UD-12, dated 12th July
2024, which was published in Maharashira Government Gazette Part — 1, dated 8-14th August 2024
under sub-section (1) of Section 72 of the said Act;

And whereas, the Arbitrator had drawn up and published the Preliminary NAINA Town Planning
Scheme, No. 9 (Parts of villages-Belavali, Bherle, Bhingar, Borle, Chikhale, Kon, Loniwali, Sangade,
and Wardoli, of Taluka Panvel, District Raigad) on 18th September, 2025, as provided under sub-
section (7) of Section 72 of the said Act read with rule 13 (9) of the Maharashtra Town Planning
Scheme Rules, 1974 (hereinafter, referred to as the ‘said Ruleg’). Its public notice was published
in the Maharashtra Government Gazette, Extraordinary Part II dated 18th September 2025 and
Newspaper Krishival and Freepress Journal dated 13th October 2025. The Preliminary scheme, so
drawn up was submitted to the State Government for sanction under section 72(5) of the said Act
vide letter dated 30* October 2025;

And whereas, the Government in the Urban Development Department vide letter dated 5th
March 2026 has directed verification as to whether certain final plots in the submitted Preliminary
Scheme fall within the prohibitive zone of the High Flood Line (HFL) of the river and, if required, to
carry out necessary corrections in the Preliminary Scheme and resubmit the same to the Government
for sanction, under section 72(5) of the said Act;

And whereas, the NAINA Authority has submitted that the HFL of the river and tributaries has
not yet been demarcated and the same is under process. However, after considering the prohibitory
distance prescribed under the Development Control and Promotion Regulations of NAINA,
following the due hearing procedure, and taking into account the earlier references submitted to the
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Government, the submitted Preliminary Town Planning Scheme no. 9 has been suitably revised
only in respect of Final Plot Nos. 394, 229, 230, 231, 238, 417, 426, 427, 645, 646, 664, 668, 708 and
hereby declares that the revised Preliminary NAINA Town Planning Scheme No. 9 (Parts of villages-
Belavali, Bherle, Bhingar, Borle, Chikhale, Kon, Loniwali, Sangade, and Wardoli, of Taluka Panvel,
District Raigad) has been drawn up by the undersigned on 28th April 2026, as provided under sub-
section (7) of section 72 of the said Act read with rule 13(9) of the said Rules.

The drawn up Preliminary Scheme No. 9 has been published and copies thereof have been kept
open for the inspection of the land owners and of the public during office hours at the office of the
Arbitrator and of the Special Planning authority, NAINA, at the 7th Floor, Tower No. 10, Belapur
Railway Station Complex, Sector 11, CBD Belapur, Navi Mumbai.
