~amendment (hereinafter referred to as “the said Notification”) City and Industrial Development Corporation of
Maharashtra Limited (being a company owned and controlled by the Government of Maharashtra) (hereinafter
referred to as “the Corporation”) as Special Planning Authority (hereinafter referred to as “the SPA”) for Navi
Mumbai Airport Influence Notified Area (NAINA) (hereinafter referred to as “said notified area ") as specified

And whereas, the Government of Maharashtra vide Notification No. TPS-1215/245/CR-332/2015/SM/UD-12,
dated 27.04.2017 has sanctioned the Interim Development Plan for the 23 villages of NAINA under Section 31(1)
of the saidAct. ‘
And whereas, the Board of CIDCO vide Resolution No 11915 dated 11.08.2017 had declared its intention under
Sub- Section (1) of Section 60 of the said Act, for making of Town Planning Scheme No 1 (TPS-1) at Village- |
Akurli, Belavali, and Chikhale(non-contiguous pocket) of Taluka — Panvel, District Raigad for implementatioh of
final development plan proposals.
And whereas, a notice about “declaration of intention for making TPS-1" as per prows;on in Section 60(2) of the
said Act has been published in the Extraordinary official Maharashtra Government Gazette (part-Il) dated
08.09.2017 and in local newspapers. '
And whereas, after conducting owners meet on:08.11.2017 as per rule No 4(1) of TPS Rules 1974 by calting all the
land owners for discussion and after incorporating suggestions received from the owners, the draft TPS-1
consultation was sought from the Director of Town Planning, GoM, as per Section 61.(1 ) of the said Act and as per
_rule no4 (2) of TPS Rules 1974

And whereas, the Director of Town Planning vide letter si. %. 7 5. 2/9. F. ¥3¢ /06 /AdR-3 /¢ R 03.02.302¢
had offered consultation on TPS-1.

And whereas, necessary changes suggested byDlrector of Town Plannlng in the consultation are incorporated in
the draft TPS-1. _ _ )

And whereas, as per Section 61 (1) of the said Act, the Planning Authority shall, in consultation with the Director of
Town Planning, make a draft scheme for the area in respect of which the declaration'was made, and publlsh a
notice in the Official Gazette within nine months from the date of the declaration.

And whereas, the Board of CIDCO vide Resolution No 12026dated 12.04.018 had approved the proposal of draft
TPS-1 along with corresponding Special Development Control Regulations.

Now, therefore, in accordance with provisions of section 61(1) of the said Act, it is hereby declared that the draft
TPS-1has been made and is hereby published.

A copy of the draft TPS-1 plan along with corresponding Special Develepment Control Regulatlons are made
available for inspection by the public during office hours on all working days in the office NAINA, 8th floor, Tower No
10, Belapur Railway Station Complex, CBD Belapur, Navi Mumbai 400614. The same is uploaded on website of
CIDCOi.e. https://cidco.maharashtra.gov.in//naina and also can be obtained after payment of prescribed fees.

In accordance with the provisions of section 67 of the said Act, any person affected by the draft TPS-1may
communicate in writing any objections and /or suggestions relating to the draft scheme to the Chief Planner,
NAINA, within thirty (30) days from the.date of publication of this notice inthe Maharashtra Government Gazette.
