And whereas, the Board of CIDCO vide Resolution No. 11973, dated the 6th December 2017
had declared its intention under sub-section (1) of section 60 of the said Act, for making of Town
Planning Scheme No.2 at Village- Chipale (Part), Vihighar (Part), Devad (Part), Bhokarpada
(Chipale) (Part) and Belavali (Part) and Sangade (Part) (non-contiguous pockets) of Taluka Panvel,
District Raigad ;

And whereas, the Corporation had sought relaxation/waivers for variations in parameters of
certain sections of Chapter V of the said Act, and delegation of powers to CIDCO for smooth
implementation of TPS;

Now, therefore, in anticipation of grant of relaxation and delegation sought from the
Government under Chapter-V of the said Act and in exercise of the powers conferred by sub-
section (2) of the section 60 of the said Act, the Corporation hereby publishes its declaration of
making TPS No. 2 at Village Chipale (Part), Vihighar(Part), Devad(Part), Bhokarpada (Chipale)
(Part) and Belavali(Part) and Sangade(Part) (non-contiguous pockets) of Taluka Panvel, District

boundary of proposed TPS No. 2 may submit the details in NAINA office. Land owners who are
willing to aggregate the land parcel shall submit consent in NAINA office within 15 days from the
date of publishing said Notice.
